Our Streetbased work on 
the sea front has really got 
going after the summer with 
seemingly more young peo-
ple around than before. The 
young people are on the 
whole well behaved and not 
as so often portrayed in the 
media. More often than not 
they want something to do,
(& we provide basketball, 
football as well as other 
small games equipment to 
use) somewhere to go & 
someone to listen, talk to 
them 
Please keep supporting this 
work by providing hot 
chocolates/packet soups—
we usually go through 
around 60 per night!  

The schools work in starting 
again with Peer Support 
training in TCC, and Trinity 
taking place. Young people 
are trained to ’support’  other 
younger students in the 
schools. 
Assemblies & RE lessons 
have been booked. 
 
We have added a ‘Stepping 
Out‘  short course in TCC for 
Year 11s who are likely to be 
leaving school in July. The 
course is all about the world 
of work—getting a job, keep-
ing a job & money manage-
ment. The first session has 
gone well and we will be 
running 3 courses over the 
academic year 

Our Fit4life programmes are 
starting again this term for 
Year 6s in Hazeldown school. 
 
Our spor ts based work in 
Kingsway has built up again 
after a quiet summer. We now 
have a regular 12—15 turning 
up to play football, we also 
have s number who just come 
along to chat. It is great to be 
able to chat with young  peo-
ple about issues that affect 
them. 
We are keen for this group to 
develop and for work in this 
area to grow. Please pray for 
wisdom in both of these.

Hi Everyone! 
I’m going to be working for the 
Teenbridge Project as the Chris-
tians Together in Bovey Tracey 
and District Youth Worker from 3rd  
September and I’d like to intro-
duce myself. 
I was born in Sheffield, did my 
degree at Exeter University and, 
after short spells at the BBC and 
the Old Bailey in London, I be-
came a freelance music teacher 
and performer, moving down to 
Abbotskerswell with my wife 
Vanessa and children, Sam and 
Millie (then aged 3 and 2). 
Over the years, my Christian faith 
was encouraged and nurtured by 

various friends and mentors and this 
led to me being confirmed at my local 
church , St. Mary’s, Abbotskerswell in 
2004 at the ripe old age of 41!  
From then things have snowballed a 
bit! In Matthew, Jesus tells his disci-
ples “I was in prison and you visited 
me,” and I found myself called out of 
the comfort and safety of my study 
where I teach piano to sit face to face 
with newly-convicted prisoners as a 
volunteer at HMP Exeter, listening to 
their stories and helping them to cope. 
More recently, I’ve been out on Teign-
mouth seafront on Friday evenings 
doing “Streetreach,” sharing hot 
drinks and company with the young 
people there. 

Now, God has put me in a new and 
different place once more and I feel 
very privileged to be given this oppor-
tunity to share my story with the young 
people I’ll be working alongside, and 
helping them work out where God 
might be leading them. 

I’d like to thank everyone who has helped 
us through the year by feeding us, praying 
for us, looking after us and encouraging 
us, it has been much appreciated.
