Capstone (Adventure Activities
Program for 12 — 16s)

Barn Dance

The recently held dance with North
Teignmouth Community church was a
great success with over 70 people attend-
ing. We are thankful to John & Ann Mat-
thews for leading the dances & doing the
calling.

Transition is a program designed to
support 12 — 16 year old lads going
through the transitional stages from
childhood to adulthood; a stage
known as ‘adolescence’.

A group of 4 participants will
journey through 3 stages of
development and will be sup-
ported in making decisions,
overcoming fears and evaluat-
ing personal progress.

Stage 1: Personal

Using Dartmoor National Park and
Chudleigh Rocks as our learning
environment this first stage of the
program focuses on ‘character
building’. Rock climbing, abseiling
and team building challenges are
provided to help develop confidence
and encourage communication and
leadership skills.

Stage 2: Spiritual

The second stage provides opportu-

nities for participants to ‘explore’
spirituality. Participants will be
shown the necessary skills needed
to build a shelter, make a fire and
cook a meal. Participants will sleep
out ‘alone’ overnight in their shelters
and record their experiences in a
journal (this is a fully supervised ex-
ercise). Participants will then have
the opportunity to reflect on their ex-
periences and go deeper in discus-
sion about understanding them-
selves, others and God.

Stage 3: Social

The final stage focuses on
‘reflection’ and draws on experi-
ences and skills gained throughout
their journey on Transition. Partici-
pants will be invited to give a short
talk and present their experiences to
a small crowd of men from local
churches. PowerPoint, photographs,
drawings and journals will be used.

Notable figures on theincome side were
that Individual donations, Matched giv-
ing donations, Fundraising activities, ser-
vices provided were al up on the previous
year whilst group donations, Grant in-
come & tax reclaimed & bank interest
were all down.

On the expenditure side salaries & on
costs take up 73% of the overall expendi-
ture - we now employ 6 members of
staff - whist the remainder is spent on
activities.
