3—10th. 

They had a fairly hectic pro-
gramme with a mix of cage 
in schools, in communities 
and doing RE lessons too.
The cage went up in Dawlish  
Teignmouth, and South Dart-
moor Community Colleges, 
Teign school and  for the 
first time we were able to 
take the cage into Coombes-
head College —a full pro-
gramme of lunchtime activi-
ties.  

It was great to see young 
people enjoying this facility 
and to find many pupils re-
newing friendships with the 
team as they remembered the 
team from when they previ-
ously came down in October. 

In addition to using the cage 
in the Schools/ Colleges dur-
ing the day we took it out to 
communities in the evening 
where the team shared their 
love of soccer & God with 
young people—in Ashbur-
ton, Dawlish and Teign-
mouth. The team had great 
time in Heathfield where in 
between talking about Chel-
sea and Frank Lampard they 
were asked about God, their 
faith and why they were 
christians. I’m sure they 
broke a few ‘stereotypes’  
about what a christian is & 
looks like!! 

Also during that week we 
were privileged to take all 
Year 7 SMS (Spiritual & 
Moral Studies) lessons in 
TCC on ‘Who is Jesus’  and 
as part of the lesson the team 
were able to share who they 
think Jesus is, why they be-

came a Christian, and to 
have the opportunity to 
ask pupils what they 
thought about God and 
Jesus as well as answer 
the pupils questions. Eve-
ryone—pupils, teachers -
agreed these were great 
lessons and an opportunity 
to answer young people’s 
real questions.  

 At the end of the week at 
a Sportsnight we had over 
20 young people listen to 
Dave’s, & Bobby’s testi-
mony about what God 
means to them, whey they 
believe in him and chal-
lenge the young people to 
think about Him for them-
selves. In all nearly 500   
young people were met in 
the week  and faced with 3 
real life active christians 
living their lives to the 
full. 
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GSUS LIVE! 
The GSUS Live trailer re-
turned to T.C.C. in May  it is a 
couple of years since we had it 
last but the impact was just as 
great as it was the first time. 

‘GSUS live’   looks at what 
Jesus & Christianity teaches 
about ‘ fear’ , ‘ forgiveness’  & 
‘ rejection’ . It uses 3D multi 
media presentation to get the 
pupils attention & then inter-
active computer programmes 
looking at a section from the 
bible, a section from the Mira-
cle maker film, a predeter-

mined web page, and a portion 
of a contemporary Christian 
cd.  

The trailer was a great success 
again with all year 7,8,9 SMS 
classes going through it in the 
week—around 540 pupils. 

It was great to hear positive 
comments from pupils about 
the resource & comments 
about how the situations were 
realistic & how they might 
learn from these in their lives. 

The trailer is put together by 

‘Counties’   evangelism & is 
very professional in what 
it delivers. 

It is great to have access 
to such well put together 
resources and be able to 
offer it to schools confi-
dent that the pupils will 
enjoy it and learn a lot 
from it. 

I understand that when we 
bring it down again it will 
have been updated and altered  
and there may be other subject 
areas too.

They really enjoy this and are starting 
to open up to us more. 

We are already starting to see a great 
development in our relationship with 
them and we pray that God will develop 
it further.
