
Since our last newsletter a lot of things have 
happened regarding the Hole in the wall. 

The open morning we ran was very suc-
cessful with over 150 people dropping in 
throughout the morning to see for them-
selves what we were getting so excited 
about. As a result of this morning a number 
of people came forward to offer to help run 
the place and completed our volunteer ap-
plication forms. We also had offers of 
equipment including a pool table, table 
football game, we have subsequently been 
given a computer by Teignbridge Council 
and by Dawlish Community College. The 
Rock Christian bookshop has given us a till 
and we have had a large screen digital TV 
donated too. 

A small sub committee has been formed 
that will oversee the HinW comprising rep-
resentatives of a number of Dawlish 
churches & TBP Trustees.  

On Saturday 14th February we had a 
‘coffee & prayer’ morning at the HinW to 
dedicate it and all that goes on in it to God. 
This event was planned and led by Michael 
Jarrett with musicians from Dawlish Chris-
tian Fellowship. About 60—70 people came 
from many different churches to the morn-
ing & had a coffee & prayed for the work. 

Peter has been to Dawlish Community Col-
lege to talk in assemblies with pupils about 
the HinW and asked for help in deciding 

what equipment should be bought, what 
times we should open, what food & 
drinks ought to be served. This feedback 
is proving very helpful, as is the feed-
back we received when we did a ’dry 
run’ open night with about 30 invited 
young people—who came & played, 
chilled out  & drank milkshakes, hot 
chocolate & cola or other soft drinks. 

Peter has been asked to speak to the 
Dawlish Youth Council about the plans 
we have for the HinW.

PD+ is a school based Personal Development pro-
gramme that has been running since January at Teign-
mouth Community College. It provides Leadership and 
Teamwork training to young people that have been or 
are at risk of being permanently excluded from school. 
Members from the group have been participating with 
ice breaker activities, teambuilding / problem solving 
tasks and climbing and abseiling confidence challenges. 
Three young people from the group are currently work-
ing towards an Activity Award through the ASDAN 

CAPstone (Adventure Activities Programme) 
Rock sport level 2 began at the beginning of February 
seeing all eight group members attending from the pre-
vious level 1 programme in 2008. The team of young 
people continue to develop their confidence through 
teambuilding tasks and climbing challenges. All eight 
members of the group are currently working towards the 
National Indoor Climbing Achievement Scheme.
