
We have an amazing opportunity to take 
over the lease of the Hole in the Wall pub 
in Dawlish and turn it into a non alcoholic 
youth drop in venue. 
The pub closed in October 2008 and the 
owners are happy for us to take it on and 
make it a youth venue a ‘pub without 
beer’! 
The Hole in the Wall situated on the 
Strand next to the Lawn is well posi-
tioned to meet the needs of young peo-
ple in Dawlish being right in the heart of 
the town. 
We are at the early planning stages but 
we are hoping to open it from 3pm—
9.30pm Monday—Friday & 10 am—5pm 
Saturdays (subject to staffing) and then 
open day times in the school holidays 
too. 
After school the place will be open for 
young people to come and chill out, use 
computers, (we are exploring the possi-
bility of having wifi access to the internet) 
play board games, play pool, listen to 
music, buy drinks, light refreshments etc 
in a safe & warm environment. 
We are hoping to have different activities 
going on in the evenings with music 

nights, arts & craft nights, DVD night, and 
a specific night with Christian content.  

The ‘pub’ comes equipped with all the 
bar furniture & seating and décor that will 
already give it ‘street cred’ with the young 
people— all we need to do is get some 
additional equipment (pool tables, board 
games, music system, large screen TV & 

some sofas) & we’re  
away. We have been 
supported with fund-
ing from the Crime & 
Disorder Reduction 
Partnership & Teign 
Housing.  

Although it won’t be 
open in the daytime 
there is the possibility 

for it to be available for use by organised 
groups.

With the development of the Hole in the 
Wall, the streetbased work on the Lawn 
in Dawlish will come to an end, although 
it may be continued in some form 
through out the summer months.

We are working 
with Churches in Dawlish to develop the 
work in the Hole in the Wall so that there 
will be a united effort to serve local young 
people & provide a safe warm meeting 
place for them.

College in the décor, layout & equipment 
needed for the Hole in the Wall. 

Work in Starcross continues to go well 
with the young people attending the Rock 
Solid group on Thursday evenings. The 
move to the School in Starcross has 
gone really well & gives space for many 
activities, games & ‘talky bit’ whilst the 
youngsters enjoy their hot chocolates or 
squash. We have plans to take the GAP 
bus out again to Starcross after Easter-
when hopefully the weather gets better  
and we can use the recreation field for  
games & activities.
